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The Adult Corner

For the Second Sunday of Easter or Divine Mercy Sunday
(April 11) ...these are written that you may come to believe.”
What have you read that has strengthened your belief? What

Religious Practice is Good For You

Religion often gets a bad name in the media, but science shows
that it can actually be good for you, says The Iona Institute.
There has been a growing volume of scientific research into the
role of religious belief and practice in the areas of mental health
and social science. The weight of evidence so far is that being
actively engaged in religious participation is both physically
and psychologically beneficial for individuals, and also carries
a range of social benefits. The beneficial effects of religious
practice don’t hold true for all people, not by any means. There
are plenty of exceptions. But what the studies to date show are
that, on average, religious practice does have numerous impor-
tant benefits.

Multi-Tasking Debunked for 97.5% of Us

Talking on a cell phone while driving is distracting and poten-
tially dangerous unless you are a “supertasker” This group -
just 2.5% of the population - can do two things at once without
noticing impairment, psychologists at the University of Utah in
Salt Lake City say. They named the group in a study to appear
in August in the journal Psychonomic Bulletin and Revieln the
study, 200 participants completed a task (simulated freeway
driving) and then repeated it while adding a hands-free cell
phone conversation that included memorizing words and do-
ing math. While multi-tasking, a 97.5% of participants” per-
formance declined. But “supertaskers” displayed no changes in
braking or following distance and their math ability was fine.
Their memory even improved 3%. So parents, unless they can
show you clinical evidence that they fall in the top 2.5%, you
can expect their undivided attention.
