A Small Act

Chris Mburu feels fortunate to have received an
education at all.
Growing up in a mud
house in Kenya, it
seemed unlikely that he
or his neighbors would
escape a cycle of poverty.
Today, Mburu is a ki
Harvard Law School
graduate and works as a human rights advocate for
the United Nations.

This all became possible because of the simple
generosity of an elderly Swedish woman named Hilda
Back. She gave $15 a month to sponsor Mburu
allowing him to go to grammar and secondary school.
This inspiring story is the subject of a new
documentary directed by Jennifer Arnold, A Small Act
(http://www.asmallact.com). The film chronicles the
first meeting between Mburu and Back, when the 85-
year-old is flown to Kenya.
