New Online Catholic Bible Search  

Engine in English and Spanish 

A new online Catholic Bible search engine, which 

enables people to find specific Scripture passages us-

ing keywords, was launched last week. The program 

was officially released to the public on May 13 by 

Catholic.net (http://catholic.net/). The press release 

noted that this is the first complete Catholic Bible 

made available for keyword search. It added that an 

English and Spanish Bible, both translations ap-

proved by the Vatican, are being offered for searching 

through the program. The search engine allows users 

to share Bible passages with their blogs, with Face-

book and Twitter, and with other social media Web 

sites. It also allows people to add a search widget to 

their own personal Web page. The project was under-

taken with partial funding from the U.S. bishops' con-

ference, and with the help of volunteers from a 

Catholic.net social aid program in Mexico. Rosalia 

Tenorio, director of Catholic.net, expressed the hope 

that this tool will "help the faithful in their Biblical 

studies and to facilitate Scripture sharing." Bible

The Top Five Trends  
In The State of Metropolitan America they focused on 5 
new realities for the nation and for metro areas. These are 
particularly important for how parishes serve the people 
in their geographic boundaries. You can download the 
full report at http://w.ww.brookings.edu/~/media/
Files/Programs/Metro/state_of_metro_america/
metro_america_report.pdf.  
The top five trends are: 
1. We are growing relatively fast, especially compared 
with our peers in Europe. As a nation in this decade we 
grew by 25 million or 8.8 percent. In metro areas there 
was faster growth at 10.5 percent or a growth of 19 
million. 
2. Although this has been happening over a long period 
of time, we are getting even more diverse, and again, 
metros are at the forefront of this change. Most of the 
population growth we saw in this decade was growth of 
the nonwhite population and 17 metros are already 
"majority minority." 
3. The baby boomers are pushing the aging of this 
country in a way that we may not be prepared for--they 
will start turning 65 next year, and we will see a huge 
bulge of seniors over the next several decades, 
challenging our healthcare systems, our housing and 
transportation preferences, and our public coffers. Again, 
metro areas are going to bear the brunt, as most boomers 
are suburbanites. 
4. We are getting more educated as a country, but metros, 
with their more diverse populations have more minorities 
with less education, namely the black and Latino 
populations. 
5. And the fifth trend we focused on was income and 
poverty. We saw low-wage workers suffer in this decade 
while high wage workers saw their wages go up. Again, 
metro areas showed more polarizing trends than the 
nation as a whole.
