For the Sixth Sunday of Easter (May 9) 
òDo not let your hearts be troubled or afraid?ó Have you 
heeded that advice lately? What causes fear in your heart? 
What troubles your soul? What might you do to take this 
admonition to heart? Think of a time when worry over-
came you and then you were able to embrace the peace of 
Christ. What made the difference? 
The Protecting Godõs Children (PGC) program is de-
signed for adults in our faith community ñto raise their 
awareness about the nature of child sexual abuse, to edu-
cate them on how to recognize the warning signs, and to 
train them about what to do when they suspect a child is 
being victimized. The program includes an awareness 
session with two videos and discussion about the videos. 
The Protecting Godõs Children (PGC) program is de-
signed to assist parents and other adults. 
The first of two centerpiece videos, A Time to Protect 
Godõs Children, presents an accurate, clear, and effective 
introduction to the subject of child sexual abuse. Aware-
ness usually gives rise to the question: òWhat can I do?ó 
The second video, A Plan to Protect Godõs Children, 
trains adults to recognize some of the primary symptoms 
of child sexual abuse and what to do if a child reports 
abuse.  
There are two new components to the two videos that are 
concerned with elder abuse and internet safety. The need 
for parents to be aware of what your youngsters are do-
ing on the internet, texting and IM. We are going to have 
two Wednesday evenings, May 12 and 19 from 7p.m. to 
about 9p.m. May 12th is especially for any adult in the 
parish: parents, grandparents, aunts and uncles inter-
ested in helping their family, parish and community 
protect our children. May 19th is for junior and senior 
high students and their parents. Be ready for some 
lively discussion about computer and cell phone use.
